Our refuge chamber has been 
certified by the West Virginia Office of Miners’ Health Safety & Training. 
 
The refuge chamber is extensively equipped and designed to keep survivors as safe as possible for up to 96 
hours, or until rescue teams can reach them.  An artificial environment has been created to provide breathable 
air, food and water and sanitary needs of survivors.   
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Breathable air within the Modern Mine Safety Refuge 
Chamber is controlled and maintained with the use of the 
“Refuge One Air Center”, which is designed to provide   
replacement oxygen and to maintain the concentration of 
CO2 within permissible exposure limits. 

The First Aid Station contains all of the ma-
terials required to meet MSHA & West     
Virginia Coal Mine Health & Safety       
regulations.
